DIVISION AGE REQUIREMENTS/TROPHIES

MEN’S OPEN DIVISION Open age group.  Trophies to top 8 teams

MEN’S CENTURY DIVISION Open to teams whose ages total 100 years or more with each player being at least 30 years old.  Trophies to top 6 teams.

MEN’S CANARDLY DIVISION Open to teams composed solely of players aged 40 years or older (each).  Trophies to top 6 teams.

MEN’S CANNEVER DIVISION Open to teams composed solely of players aged 50 years or more (each).  Trophies to top 4 teams.

MEN’S CADAVER DIVISION Open to teams composed solely of players aged 60 years or more (each).  Trophies to top 3 teams.

MEN’S CAMUMMY DIVISION Open to teams composed solely of players aged 70 years or more (each).  Trophies to top 2 teams.

WOMEN’S OPEN DIVISION Open age group.  Trophies to top 6 teams.

WOMEN’S CENTURY DIVISION Open to teams whose ages total 100 years or more w ith each player being at least 30 years old.   Trophies to top 3 teams.

WOMEN’S CANALWAYS Open to ladies’ teams composed solely of players aged 40 years or more each.  Trophies to top 3 teams.

WOMEN’S CANEASY DIVISION Open to ladies’ teams composed solely of players aged 50 years or more each.  Trophies to top 2 teams.

ENTRY FEE:  $90.00 PER TEAM - TOURNAMENT WILL BE LIMITED TO 1,200 TEAMS

A player may play in one division only and only on one team.  Official game balls will be provided by OMBAC (DeBeer
“OTL” ball) and the “Official OMBAC Rules” will be used.  Additional trophies will be awarded for best uniforms and
sponsor area.  

All games played on July 14 & July 15 (1  weekend) will be THREE INNINGS.  All games played the second weekend (Julyst

21 & July 22 - CHAMPIONSHIP WEEKEND) will be 4 innings.

All Divisions:  WOODEN “LITTLE LEAGUE” and WOODEN “SOFTBALL  BATS” ONLY.   Any painted bat, if challenged,

will be disallowed.  RULE VIOLATION COMPLAINTS MUST BE MADE BEFORE THE SCORE SHEET IS TURNED IN (THIS IS THE

LOSING TEAM’S RESPONSIBILITY).

TEAMS GIVEN PREFERENCE (Seeded & Pre-App Teams):  Seeded teams will not have to play on the 1  weekend.  Pre-Appst

teams will play on the 1  weekend (their opportunity to sign-up by mail is based on last year’s performance).  st

NON-PREFERENCE TEAMS:  Half the brackets will play three inning games on Saturday, July 14, and the other half will
play three inning games on Sunday, July 15.  After the first weekend, the brackets will be connected with the seeded teams
and play will continue normally with games extended to four inning games.  The OTL Committee will assign your start date.

REGULAR TEAM APPLICATIONS TO ENTER: Applications (other than “Seeds” & “Pre-Apps”) will be accepted starting
at 9:00 AM on Sat. 5/5/2012 at the Beachcomber/Pennant in So. Mission Beach and at 10:00 AM at Blackies By The Sea at
the Newport Beach Pier (for LA/Orange/Riverside County teams).  This year’s application fee will be  $90,  checks payable
to “OMBAC”.  Applications will be accepted on a “1  come, 1  serve” basis.  All teams entering will receive their confirmationst st

and 1  round play day (Sat. 7/14  or Sun. 7/15) on a written confirmation card.  Confirmation cards will be mailed to seededst

and pre-app preference teams).

Each team player will be given a commemorative pin, which may be picked up at the OTL site hat stand.  (Note: To obtain
team pins, the team’s confirmation card must be presented. 

Seeded, Pre-App & Out-of-State/No. Cal teams will be advised of acceptance by mail.  Failure to return an application (by
4/28/12 for seeds, pre-apps, and out-of-state teams) will mean a team must enter as a non-preference team at sign-ups on 5/5/12
in San Diego or in Newport Beach.
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TEAM NAMES.  As in the past, the Over-The-Line Committee reserves discretion to alter and change team names not in keeping with the

unique tradition of the Tournament.

NOTE: “Back to the Tents” ...

1.     Approximately 10:00 am each day of tournament play, the Island will be closed to traffic, except buses, by the San Diego Police

Department (due to congestion and lack of parking);

2.     No vehicles of any nature (motor homes, campers, cars, trailers, etc.) are allowed off the roadway (i.e. inside the yellow stripe

on the left side of the road);

3.     No scaffolding or lift platforms of any type allowed.

Sponsor areas will be assigned and are limited.  No sponsor set-up will be allowed before 10:00 am on 7/13/12.  Sign up for sponsor areas

can be done on Fri. 7/13/12 by contacting the OMBAC “Sand Lords” at the site.

Per SDPD – Ordinances prohibit overnight camping in Mission Bay Park.  No sales or promotional activities of any type are allowed during

“set up” or tournament play.  ALSO THE “Bs” - NO BOTTLES, NO BOWSERS (DOGS), NO BABIES (please, no offense to motherhood,

but they are not our responsibility); NO BIRDS; NO BIKES (within the OTL playing areas); and NO BOAS (snakes). The City of San Diego

has issued a “Special Event Permit” that allows the consumption of alcohol in designated areas during pre-determined times.

PER SD CITY COUNCIL, SDPD, OMBAC, BEACHers & OTLers – no glass containers, etc. allowed on Fiesta Island. Please help us in

this regard; free paper cups are available at the food stands.

BEER GARDENS.  Again this year, the tourney will have beer gardens available for your between game relaxation.  IDs will be required

and no alcohol will be allowed to leave the area.  They will be open from approximately 10 AM to 5:30 PM on event days.  ABC rules are

strictly enforced!   

T-SHIRTS.  On the first Friday of OTL (7/13/12), our T-Shirt, Hat, & Program stands will be open from 3 to 6 PM.  Best sizes are available

during that time as we often sell out of our most popular sizes.
